Last Christmas break, we 
took a couple of weeks to ven-
ture into Peru and visit Cuzco 
and Machu Picchu. This past 
Christmas break was the trip to 
top them all.  

Argentina. We spent two 
weeks in Argentina. Unfortu-
nately for us, one hundred and 
seventeen hours of that were 
spent on buses that were our 
main mode of transportation.

But the city 
of Buenos Aires and  Iguaçu 
Falls made the trip completely 
worth it.  

Both places were unlike any-
thing that we have ever experi-
enced in South America be-
fore.  

Our first stop was Buenos Aires, 
and it took us about two and a 
half days to get there by bus. 
Needless to say, we were ex-
cited to arrive. We were not 
disappointed. Buenos Aires is a 
beautiful city. It is the most 
modern city we have ever 
visited in South America. In 
fact, its very much like a Euro-
pean city with all its classic 
architecture and little street 
cafes. We enjoyed our time 
there a lot and we really loved 
the ice cream. We even spent 
New Year’s Day across the river 
in a small colonial town in Uru-
guay, called Colonia. Buenos 
Aires’  sights were great, the 
shopping was good, but noth-
ing was as exciting for Jamie as 
the Starbucks we located on 
the main shopping strip. 

Our second stop was in Puerto 
Iguaçu, a little town located 
right outside of the Iguaçu Falls 
Park on the Argentinean side 
(the falls border Argentina and 
Brazil). It took about eighteen 
hours of bus travel to get there 

from Buenos Aires. Once there, 
we were immediately uncom-
fortable because of the ex-
treme heat and humidity.  We 
spent one day exploring the 
Brazilian side of the falls, which 
gave a panoramic view of the 
falls, and the second day we 
spent exploring the Argentin-
ean side, which allowed you 
get up close and personal with 
the falls. They were so beautiful 
and majestic and an exquisite 
example of the majesty of our 
Lord who created them. 

Another three days later, we 
were home and amazed at 
how long we had been sitting. 
God has created a beautiful 
land in South America, and we 
are so grateful that we had the 
opportunity to see so much of 
it.
